.A few Sundays ago I told the story about the man who 

had been stranded all alone on a desert island for years 

and years. One day a ship sailed into view. The man man-

aged to hail the ship, which sent a sailor ashore. After 

greeting the man, the sailor noticed three little huts 

standing on the banks of the island. 

“What's that building?' the sailor asked. 

“That's my house,” the man replied. 

“What about that one?” the sailor asked, pointing to 

the second building. 

“That's my church,” the man explained. 

“What about that third building?” the sailor wanted 

to know. 

“That? Oh, that's where I used to go to church.” 

As our children take up the theme of “Belonging” for the 

month of October, I cannot help but stop to consider 

what it means to belong to a church. Most of us join 

churches with high hopes and expectations. And then, as 

it turns out, the church is filled with people who are im-

perfect, just like us. The truth is that the church is most 

perfect on the day we join it. After that, we discover one 

another's warts, and any thoughts of perfection slide 

right out the window. As the man in the story learned, 

“No matter where you go, there you are.” 

But maybe that's the point. Don't most people want to be 

accepted as they are? Even with imperfections? And, isn't 

that kind of acceptance a two-way street? And, don't we 

all want to learn to love ourselves better, even though we 

know we can never be perfect? 

That doesn't mean we can't help and challenge one an-

other to grow. It doesn't mean there is no room for im-

provement. Of course, a church ought also to be a place 

of inspiration, pointing us to high ideals and a better 

world. 

What it does mean is that we have a chance to work and 

grow together, despite our imperfections. It means hav-

ing the humility to understand we ourselves are not per-

fect and adopting an openness to others regardless of the 

ways they may seem to fall short. When things are per-

fect, there is nothing to discover, nothing to learn. But 

the hard things in life can often teach us the deepest les-

sons. So, doesn't it follow that we might stand to learn 

more from flaws than perfection? 

Here's to flaws – yours and mine – and the lessons we 

can gain from bringing our imperfect selves to the table 

and learning and growing together, regardless.

Volunteers 

One of our goals this year is to improve the process 

of recruiting and retaining volunteers. As a first step 

in that effort, we are assessing the current status of 

volunteer work at UUCB.  

I have been collecting information to learn about 

what is being done and where there are gaps. Alt-

hough my list is probably incomplete at this point, I 

count 35 different tasks—either committees, small 

groups, or individual efforts—that comprise the work 

of the church. Many members are doing more than 

one thing, but put together, the list includes an 

astonishing 187 volunteer assignments. Some of the 

jobs are very small and some are very large, some 

performed individually, some in groups.  

One obvious gap is our lack of a Church Program 

Council, and the Board’s decision as to whether we 

push to reconstitute that group will depend in part 

on results of this assessment. In any case, it has been 

eye-opening for the Board to see what is being done! 

 

Building Security 

Speaking of volunteers, Ben Barker has stepped for-

ward to take over the very important job of building 

security administrator. Enormous thanks to Mike 

Heath for leading the effort to establish and maintain 

our electronic security system for the past several 

years. Ben will be in charge of keys, codes, and over-

all supervision of building security. He will also be #1 

on the call list—the people who get a call from Cun-

ningham Security (formerly Northeast Security Sys-

tems) when our 

alarm goes off.

Immigrant Justice 

Mid Coast New Mainers Group (MCNMG) continues to partner 

with several asylum seeker families in Bath. In addition to the 

relatively settled three families who have been in this country 

for two years or more (in permanent housing, finding employ-

ment, pursuing education, etc.), there are three more families 

who have come very recently from the Expo in Portland and are 

now in temporary housing in Bath where rent is provided for 

one year through Maine Housing Authority.  

These families, from DRC and Angola have many challenges just 

to meet their basic needs including language learning, general 

assistance, food, home furnishings, health care, public school 

registration and legal/immigration status papers, transporta-

tion, communication (phones), etc.  

More than 15 families from the Expo are temporarily housed in 

apartments at Brunswick Landing. Brunswick has hired a full 

time cultural broker to oversee the needs of this larger group.  A 

complex system of volunteers is working in both Bath and in 

Brunswick to pursue needed services under the guidance of 

MCNMG steering group and TEAN (Brunswick’s The Emergency 

Action Network). People who wish to volunteer should fill out a 

volunteer form available from the MCNMG. 

People are directed to the ILAP (Immigrant Legal Advocacy Pro-

ject) website and the Welcoming the Stranger website for up-

dated information about the challenges faced by asylum seekers 

in Maine and nationally. 

Moms Demand Action 

Members of the gun violence prevention 

community and Maine Moms Demand Ac-

tion are calling for allies in their work to join 

a “Rapid Response Team.” This Team would 

be ready to write letters, send emails, or make phone calls to 

legislators, as well as show up at the State House when called, 

to show our legislators that we expect them to vote for life sav-

ing legislation.

Asylum Seekers Group Formed 

UUCB has created an Asylum Seekers Group 

(ASG) steering group to assure that the congrega-

tion is kept aware of opportunities to support the 

overall Mid Coast effort and is kept informed as 

the situation continues to evolve.  

To date UUCB members and friends have helped 

purchase gift cards for food and household items, 

donated needed clothing and furniture and 

helped with translation and transportation. ASG 

is researching the ongoing need for cell phones 

and minutes, hoping to create a cell phone sup-

port system that will be sustainable over the long 

term. 

Hopefully an interfaith effort will be developed to 

assure ongoing financial support. Grants are be-

ing considered as well. 
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W O R KI N G  F O R  J U STI C E  S T EER I N G  G R O U P  

Under the UUCB charge to “…work with other organiza-

tions to meet the needs of asylum seekers wherever and 

however we can, keeping in mind the transformative na-

ture of these efforts for our congregation”, the ASG steer-

ing group reports the following progress: 

• Our UUCB Congregation has contributed more than 

$1170 in HANNAFORD GIFT CARDS for the asylum 

seeker families to use to supplement needs not cov-

ered by General Assistance. These cards are distrib-

uted to the families through The Emergency Action 

Network (TEAN).  

• Additionally, Bus Cards for The Explorer and Breez 

bus services are being sought and contributed as are 

gift cards to Walmart to cover prescriptions and oth-

er household items. 

• ASG steering group members scan the TEAN FACE-

BOOK page regularly to ascertain the new and 

emerging needs for the seekers and bring this infor-

mation to the Congregation’s attention. 

• Our Congregation has made contact with the Cultur-

al Broker, Nsiona Nguizani (first name pronounced 

See-O-Na) hired by the Town of Brunswick to organ-

ize and manage the needs of the asylum seekers liv-

ing in Brunswick. It is our plan to coordinate all our 

Brunswick related activities with him. However, 

there are asylum seekers housed in Bath and 

Topsham as well. We communicate closely with the 

Mid Coast New Mainers Group (MCNMG) as well as 

TEAN addressing the needs asylum seekers in all 

these towns.  

• The ASG steering group is deeply involved in the de-

velopment of a program and budget proposal to 

meet the immediate and long term cell phone needs 

of the asylum seeker community. This is complex in 

that, in addition to the costs of the phones, the 

minutes, and data plans, the decision regarding the 

choice of a cell phone provider must also consider 

cellular reception in the housing areas and the plans 

some seekers already have from their stay in Port-

land. 

• We are conducting research to find stable and re-

newable funding sources to sustain the cell phone 

initiative. No proposals have been submitted yet, but 

considerations for potential funding sources include 

UUA Congregation Based Community Organizing 

Grants, The Maine Community Foundation and a 

potential collaboration of local faith communities – 

possibly through the Brunswick Area Interfaith 

Council. (BAIC)  

• We are encouraging continued dialogue between 

the towns of Brunswick, Bath, and Topsham for 

broader and more clearly defined “institutionalized” 

support for the expanding population of asylum 

seekers arriving locally.   

• As the Mid Coast region’s engagement with newly 

arrived asylum seekers continues to evolve, we en-

courage people to pay close attention to the local 

and national news for updates on the challenges 

faced by our new neighbors. The ILAP (Immigrant 

Legal Advocacy Project) website provides up to date 

information on some of these daunting realities. 

The ASG steering group meetings are open to all UUCB 

members and friends however we currently meet on an 

irregular schedule of every 2 weeks or so on Tuesdays at 

5:30. We will try to post those dates in advance, but 

please speak to one of us if you would like to attend. We 

are: Cathey Cyrus, Adair Delamater, Peg Duston, Stan Eller, 

Lynn Ellis, Cassie Snyder, Dick Snyder, Glenn Williams.

Janet T. Mills of 

Maine said in a statement about the bill, 

which she signed into law April 26.

Cleaves, who grew up in South Berwick, started playing music in local garage 

bands as a teenager, then went off to Tufts University to major in English and 

philosophy. During his junior year abroad in Ireland, he honed his guitar and vo-

cal skills and, in his free time became a busker—a street singer, playing the 

songs of his favorite musicians such as Woody Guthrie, Johnny Cash, and Bruce 

Springsteen, He also began to write some of his own songs.  

After college, Cleaves became part of the Portland music scene where he quickly built a local fanbase, both as a solo 

act and with his band The Moxie Men. His acoustic career took off after he moved to Austin, Texas in 1991, and he rose 

to national prominence in 1997 upon the release of his national debut, No Angel Knows. He has achieved national suc-

cess with all his subsequent albums, 14 in all. In 1992, he was a winner of the prestigious Kerryville Folk competition.  

Now twenty-seven years into his storied career, Cleaves’ songwriting has never been more potent than on his newest 

album Ghost on the Car Radio.  

Cleaves’ voice is a clear tenor with a hint of grit. He has combined his passion for folk, blues, and traditional country 

music into an amalgamation of styles known as Americana. Rolling Stone called Cleaves “a master storyteller, one in-

fluenced not by the shine of pop culture but by the dirt of real life.”
